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A choral reading for nine people. It follows three wise men as they seek the King of the Jews. As important as their journey is to find the child so is their quest to discover the name of the Christ. Their search takes them by figures in history that have also called out for the name of the Lord. 

Staging: Four groups of people
-- three people in the back as the wise men
-- three groups of 2 people each - male of female
Cast: 9 people
Playing Time -- 6 minutes     

SAMPLE – His Name Shall Be Called

1,2,3 are the Wisemen and, when speaking as a group, called Wise
4, 5 are ‘A’, 6, 7, are ‘B’, 8, 9 are ‘C’

For example: When reading the script character number 4 reads everything marked ‘4’, ‘A’ or ‘ALL’.

ALL does not refer to the wisemen, only the three teams.
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The wisemen begin with their backs to the audience on the far side of B.

A, B, and C can be male or female, but some mix is desired for tone quality. The three wise men probably should be men.


A, B, and C stay in one place and can use music stands if desired. If possible raise B on boxes or some platform.

6 -- Ever since God cast His creation out of the Garden of Eden,

C -- and Man.

B -- To walk with the Lord in the garden in the cool of the day.

A -- Enos

C -- Abraham

B -- Moses

C -- David

A -- Isaiah

ALL -- And more!

6 -- All desired to know the Name of the Lord.

7 -- But He would not let it be known.

5 -- God had not yet sent forth his Son, made of a woman, 

A -- made under the law,

8 -- For the law was part of the journey.

B -- The journey to knowledge.

A -- The journey to eternity.

C -- The journey to God.

9 -- To discover that the law

8 --  which is perfect -

9 -- could not be followed.

B -- That you are not perfect.

9 -- You must journey through the law.

8 -- To see your imperfection.

A -- For the law made nothing perfect,

5 -- but the bringing in of a better hope did;

6 -- by the which we draw nigh unto God.

ALL -- Wise men draw nigh unto God.
