WORDS TO SONG -- ACTION

Opening music: The father is sitting in the chair, reading the bible. 
The child – in pajamas -runs in from the bedroom and jumps on his lap. He carries a stuffed bear and pillow.

"He calls me Dad and I call him Bub." - Finish and hug
"With his faded old pillow and a bear named Pooh He snuggles up close and says," - Father stands and carries him toward the bedroom. The child holds dad around the neck.

"I want to be like you" - Child pulls head back, grasps father’s head in his little hands.

Music interlude. 

"I tuck him in bed and I kiss him goodnight" - Hug child harder as father spins in a circle. Lay child down and tuck blanket around him.

"Trippin' over the toys as I turn out the light" - Steps toward wall switch, tripping on a toy.

"And I whisper a prayer that someday he'll see. He's got a father in God 'cause he's seen Jesus in me" - Look back at child, up to heaven, back to child, blowing him a kiss. Child blows a kiss back.
