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There is power through Jesus Christ! Living for him by walking with him gives us strength. This is an encouraging and uplifting choral reading!

· Staging: 
Center Podium of Music Stand.
3 main speakers on each side of the podium. Extra Chorus members split into two groups (Right and Left), one group behind each of the speakers. 
· Cast: Minimum 7 people, may be done with 7 lead speakers and two "choruses' with as many people in each as you wish.
· Playing Time -- 7 minutes
